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New International Student Checklist Winter 2012
Welcome to Sheridan! Below are your next steps for an easy transition into college life.
Before You Begin Classes 
· Book a flight to arrive before January 9Th, 2012. Students are required to arrive before Monday, January 9th in order to be registered in the Winter semester.

· Register for your Program. Send a scanned copy of your study permit confirmation letter (or study permit if already received) to studypermit@sheridanc.on.ca and include your Sheridan ID number and full name (send only once).  You are required to provide this in order to access and make changes to your timetable.

· Access your timetable online. Timetables are available Dec 15th. To access your timetable – log into myStudent Centre with your user name and password*, and follow the instructions below:
1. Click on the Enroll link under Academics 
2. Click on Weekly Calendar View – your timetable is date sensitive; fill in ‘Week of:’ as January 9th, 2012

· Program Specific Information. Search for communication from your faculty members here, which may include vital information before you start classes.

· Book your Language Assessment Test. If you are in a program that requires you to write a Language Assessment test, it is best to book your test before arriving in Canada to avoid disappointment. This test is not for admission it simply places you in either the Essential Communication or Basic Communication course. To book your language assessment test, log into myStudent Centre with your user name and password*, and follow the instructions below:
1. Go to admission section and the register button.
2. Choose an available date that you are comfortable to write the test.
3. Click the confirm button to finalize your choice.
4. If you are unable book the test notify the International Centre immediately. 
Once you Arrive 
· Register and Attend International Student Orientation. Orientation is MANDATORY for all International students. Please refer to the Sheridan International Student Orientation notice sent to your email account for specific dates, times, and location.  Orientation questions should send to orientation@sheridaninstitute.ca 

· Get your International Student Handbook. Your student hand book is your essential guide to studying at Sheridan. To download your copy, visit http://studyatsheridan.ca/  click on Current Students and then the link to the Student Handbook located on the sidebar menu. 

· Get your Photo ID. Once you receive your timetable take proof of tuition payment (receipt) to the following centers to get your ID: Trafalgar: Student Learning Commons, Davis: Room B195, Mississauga: Welcome Centre

· Update your Contact Information on AccessSheridan. Please update your contact information, including your local mailing address and phone number, in AccessSheridan. 

· Choose your Locker. Bring your own lock to orientation or purchase one from the bookstore. Select an empty locker. Complete the form inside and hand it in to the Security desk at your campus.  
First Week of Classes 
· Buy your Textbooks. You will need your timetable to buy your books at the Bookstore (Trafalgar–B136, Mississauga – A136, Davis–B107). 
· Monitor your Emails: Check your Sheridan email account for updates from the International Centre. 
· Timetable: Print an updated copy of your timetable on the first day of school.
· Attend Workshops: International Centre will be hosting a number of workshops during the first two weeks of classes. 
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
